Following the screening Mark Pattison and John Foley will hold a Q&A discussion on the Sun Valley Opera House stage.

In addition, the screening will include a short music moment from Delta Blues country star Steve Azar. Azar is the Music & Culture Ambassador of Mississippi. He is a hit songwriter, recording artist, music producer, consultant, avid golfer and philanthropist whose musical sound traverses a blend of country, blues, folk and rock ‘n’ roll, a genre he calls “Delta Soul.”
